Chris makes and restores rifles. His
website is riflerestorer.com.

Chris talked about wood fin-
ishing, using his gun stocks as an
example. Finishes are a form of
paint, he pointed out, but without
the pigment. Lacquers, which are
made of polar molecules, form

dries.

Qils, such as tung oil and lin-
seed oil, are neutral molecules

which oxidize to form snowflake

like plates. These are stronger than
lacquer finishes. Examples of oil alcohotbased stain, starting with
finishes which Chris favors are the lightest, and sanding lightly in
Waterlox (tung oil base) and Birch- between coats with 220 grit paper.

to enable the stain to penetrate dif-
ferently depending on the grain
densities. Chris sands each layer of
shellac and other finish lightly be-
fore adding the next.

Many layers of finish, along with
the staining process, produce a surface
which fools the eyed making the
wood appear to have a lot of depth.
Chris also said that he was experiment-
ing with waterbased polyurethane
varnish.

A final step in the finishing is
rubbing out the surface with an abra-
sive material. He used Brownell's
stock rubbing compound, but wéree
auto rubbing compound can also be
used. Use the kind which is for remov-
ing oxidized paint. Apply wax after the
rub-out.
